The publishing and bookselling industry is committed to the responsible purchase and  

use of paper. Individual publishers have their own environmental policies which can be  

found on their websites. A significant number of publishers support the Forest Stewardship 

Council (FSC), the leading international forest management certification association. The  

FSC establishes ‘chain of custody’ – from forest to pulp to paper – so that publishers can 

reliably establish the true source of their papers.  A significant number of new books are 

printed on FSC certified paper and they carry the FSC logo.
